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ARTICLE I: NAME AND PURPOSE

This organization shall be known as Indiana County PC User Group (ICPCUG). Its dedicated purpose shall be aiding and facilitating the education and communication between individual computer users, different computer groups and the general public.

ARTICLE II: LOCATION

The principal place of business shall be in the County of Indiana, State of Pennsylvania.

ARTICLE III: MEMBERSHIP

In these bylaws, an active member refers to an Individual Member whose dues are current.

ARTICLE IV: MEETINGS

Section 1: Open Meetings

All general meetings of ICPCUG shall be open meetings, and shall allow visitors. ICPCUG Board meetings are open to members and invited guests.

Section 2: Location and Time of Meetings

The ICPCUG shall meet the third Tuesday of each month. Meetings shall be held at the Indiana County Technology Center, 441 Hamill Road, Indiana, Pa. The board of directors may schedule meetings and other times and/or locations as needed.

Section 3: Minutes

Minutes of meetings shall be maintained by the secretary.

Section 4: Rules of Order

Robert’s Rules of Order shall apply to all meetings. In matters where the bylaws conflict with Robert’s Rules of Order, the bylaws shall prevail. A parliamentarian may be appointed as needed.

Section 5: Quorum

A quorum for a general meeting of the ICPCUG shall consist of a minimum of five active members.

Section 6: Voting

At all general meetings, each active member shall be entitled to vote.

Section 7: Election of Officers

The election of officers shall be held at the November general meeting. Offices' terms shall begin January 1 and be one year in length.

ARTICLE V: OFFICERS

The legal control of the day to day operation of the organization shall be vested in the Board. The officers of the Board and their duties are as follows:

Section 1: President

The President shall be the chief executive officer of the corporation and shall preside at all meetings of the Board and all general membership meetings.

Section 2: Vice President

The Vice President shall, in the absence or disability of the President, perform all duties and exercise the powers of the President.

Section 3: Secretary

The Secretary shall maintain minutes of all meetings of the organization.

Section 4: Treasurer

The Treasurer shall oversee the organization's financial records, reconcile the monthly statements and report the finances at each general meeting.
Section 5: Membership Director

The Membership Director shall maintain the records of the organization membership and welcome visitors and new members.

Section 6: Publicity Director

The Publicity Director shall publicize the organization's activities.

Section 7: Program Director

The Program Director shall arrange for presentations and programs at general meetings.

ARTICLE VI: COMMITTEES

All committees shall be ad hoc and be appointed by the President as needed.
ARTICLE VII: BOARD RECALL AND VACANCIES

Section 1: Recall

A board member may be removed from office by a vote of the active members present at a general membership meeting. Such a vote must be called at the request of the Board or upon presentation of a petition signed by 25% of the active members.

The recall vote shall be held at the next general meeting following the presentation of the petition at a general meeting.

Section 2: Vacancies

A vacancy shall be filled by a majority vote of the Board.

ARTICLE VIII: MEMBER REMOVAL

Any member of the organization who is not an officer and has committed an act that has harmed the organization can be removed and their membership canceled by a majority vote of the board of directors.

ARTICLE IX: FISCAL YEAR

The fiscal year shall begin the first day of January.

ARTICLE X: DISBURSEMENT OF FUNDS

Checks must be signed by the Treasurer and/or the President. Two board members will be given authority to sign checks in case either of these individuals is not available. If both of these individuals are unavailable, the check must wait for their signature.

All items under $100 may be purchased without a prior approval of the board. All items over $100 must be approved by the board before purchased.

ARTICLE XI: DONATIONS

The organization may accept contributions and donations of equipment or other property to be used for the exclusive benefit of the membership. All contributions and donations to the organization shall be subject to approval by the Board.

ARTICLE XII: COMPENSATION
No member shall receive any salary or other compensation for services other than reimbursements for authorized expenses.
ARTICLE XIII: DISSOLUTION

Upon dissolution of this organization all its assets remaining after payment of all costs and expenses of such dissolution shall be distributed to organizations which have qualified for exemption under section 501(c)(3) of the Internal Revenue Code, and none of the assets will be distributed to any member, officer or trustee of this organization.

ARTICLE XIV: AMENDMENTS

The bylaws may be amended by a vote of the active members present at a general membership meeting. Such a vote must be called at the request of the Board or upon presentation of a petition signed by 25% of the active members.

The vote shall be held at the next general meeting following the presentation of the petition at a general meeting.
